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Special Note to Current First-Year Students Regarding FYE Participation: 
At Gettysburg, housing is guaranteed for everyone but where students are housed depends on various factors that relate to choices students make while at the 
institution.  Students’ level of participation in FYE is one of these influencing factors.  The more they participated in FYE the better chance they have of selecting 
housing earlier in the process of first-year housing selection the more likely they are to earn a better lottery number for their sophomore housing. FYE consisted of 

eight sessions where attendance was tracked.   

Students who attended all eight FYE sessions will be grouped together and subdivided by GPA (see groupings listed above) and then housing lottery numbers will be 

randomly assigned within these groups. 

Students who attended seven FYE sessions will be grouped together and randomly assigned within these groups. 

Students who attended six FYE sessions will be grouped together as in the above examples. 

Students who attended five FYE sessions will be grouped together as in the above examples. 

Students who attended four to zero sessions will be grouped together as in the above examples and select housing at the end of their class. 

 

This brochure provides an overview of the entire housing process including information about Theme Housing, Greek Housing, Off-Campus, Special Needs Hous-
ing, roommate switch agreements, proxy forms, Study Abroad/Off-Campus and many other components of the housing selection process are explained.  Please 

read this brochure carefully and familiarize yourself with the processes, policies and housing options available to you. 

The week of March 16 students will be notified to go to CNAV/MyHousing to view their lottery number and lottery selection date/time. To assist students in this 

process, students will have access to a step-by-step instruction booklet on how to select roommates and housing online. 

Lottery numbers are used to select student housing.  The student with the best lottery number will select for each roommate grouping.  Floor charts and room 

amenity information will be available as well. 

Please note that students who are studying abroad in the Fall, students required to live in fraternity houses, students who are approved to live off-campus and 

students who agree to live in theme houses will NOT receive a lottery time.  

While housing selection is an online process, there will be some components of selection that will need to remain a paper selection process for students.  (i.e.: 
Theme Housing, Off-Campus, Greek Housing, Special Needs, Eagles and Musselman Sophomore Block Booking. Continuing our commitment to academic excel-

lence, the Office of Residence Life utilizes student grade point averages as a factor in processing lottery numbers.   

Lottery Numbers  

Lottery numbers will be available online the week of Monday, March 16, 2009.  Please note the following: 

Lottery numbers are assigned by expected graduation term (not credits) and based on cumulative GPAs through the Fall 2008 Semester.   

Please verify your expected graduation date by checking the label on this booklet.  If you anticipate changing your graduation date, you must contact Academic 

Advising to petition and complete the approval process by Friday, March 6, 2009. 

There is no differentiation between first and second semester standing in regard to class year designations.  Please see the table below:   

Lottery numbers are broken down into cumulative Grade Point Average groupings.  The sections are as follows (with lottery numbers scrambled within each delineation):

Students who were abroad/studying off campus for the Fall 2008 Semester may not have had their grades transferred to the College yet.  Therefore, their Spring 2008 

cumulative GPA will be used. 

Adjustments to GPAs after Friday, March 6, 2009, will not change lottery numbers or selection times assigned.

Online Housing Selection 
One of the benefits of the online housing selection process is that students can select housing from the comfort of their residence hall room, from a computer while 

studying abroad/off-campus, or anywhere else you can access Gettysburg College's CNAV system. 

With the online housing system, students will need to pre-select each other as roommates prior to selecting a room or apartment.  (Instructions regarding this part 
of the process will be available with lottery numbers and lottery times the week of March 16, 2009.)  Timelines to select roommates for each class year will be in-
cluded in the online selection instruction booklet. When students select roommates, the online housing selection system will confirm that all roommates have se-
lected one another—students now become a group.  Only the student with the lowest lottery number and earliest lottery time will need to select housing for the 

group via the online housing selection system. 

Wait List Preference Forms 
Wait list preference forms are used for students who did not receive their first choice in housing accommodations. Students are permitted to be on more than one 
wait list preference form. Once the completed preference forms are submitted to the Office of Residence Life, we will use the forms should room/apartments/suites 
become available after their class has selected housing.  Since the forms are placed in class year/lottery order the time line for submitting and utilizing the forms is 

as follows: 

Junior/Junior OR Junior/Sophomore OR Junior/Sophomore/First-Year Groups 

Wait list preference forms available Tuesday, March 24, 2009  

Completed forms due to Residence Life by Monday, March 30, 2009

Completed forms due to Residence Life by Monday, April 13, 2009  

Placements starting as soon Tuesday, April 14, 2009 
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Pre-registration Requirement  

Students are required to pre-register for classes in order to participate in the housing selection process.  Students who are not pre-registered by May 30, 2009, will 
be withdrawn from the college by the Registrar’s office and the Office of Residence Life will remove students from their Fall 2009 housing and are not guarantee 

their room should they be reinstated at a later date. 

FYE Participation continued... 

Theme Housing is not selected through the online process, but completion of FYE is a factor along with student academic and conduct records in determining eligibility for 
these housing options.  Students who attend zero to four FYE sessions will not be eligible to participate in Theme Housing. 
First-Year Students should refer to the e-mail correspondences that were sent in January regarding the attendance record found on the Class of 2012 Angel site. 
Students had the opportunity to review and correct (if necessary) their FYE attendance record through February 11; therefore the Office of Student Activities and 

First-Year Programs will not be accepting changes to the FYE attendance record. 

Proxy Process 
Lottery numbers are not transferable, and in the event where a student needs a proxy because they cannot select housing for their group at their appointed time, 

the student needs to complete an Online Housing Selection Proxy Form, which will be available for you to print from our website at:

The completed Online Housing Selection Proxy Form must be brought to the Office of Residence Life, CUB 250, prior to the group’s housing selection time.  All 
online housing selection proxy forms must be completed by the deadlines listed below.  Please follow the following timelines set for each class year as PROXY 

REQUESTS CANNOT WAIT UNTIL THE TIME OF SELECTION.   PLEASE PLAN ACCORDINGLY. 

Current Junior students who need a proxy must complete their proxy requests by 5:00 p.m. on Thursday, March 19, 2009 

Current Sophomore students who need a proxy must complete their proxy requests by 5:00 p.m. on Thursday, April 2, 2009 

Current First-Year students must complete their proxy requests by 5:00 p.m. on Thursday, April 23, 2009 
 

Once a completed Online Housing Selection Proxy Form is submitted, the earliest lottery time of the group will be “transferred” to the proxy so that he/she can 
select housing for his/her group.  After this switch is made, the student with the lowest lottery number will no longer be responsible for carrying the housing group 

through the online housing selection process. 

If a student is currently abroad and his/her lottery number will carry a group to select housing, he/she can select for the group via “MyHousing” in CNAV, or he/she 
may select a proxy here on campus.  He/she will need to email Sharon Fissel in the Office of Residence Life (sfissel@gettysburg.edu) as to who will be his/her 

proxy to select housing.  If this is the case, please be sure to follow the same deadlines as previously mentioned. 

If you have any questions about the Online Housing Selection proxy process, please contact the Office of Residence Life in CUB 250 at ext. 6901. 
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Room/Apartment Capacities  

All rooms/apartments MUST be filled to capacity at Housing Selection.  If a vacancy occurs in a room or apartment during the summer, the Office of Residence Life 
will assign you a new roommate.  The roommates and groups are responsible for maintaining communication among themselves regarding changes to their 

room/apartment occupancy over the summer.  

 Residence Life will NOT notify you of a vacancy should any occur. 

Break Housing 
Gettysburg College closes certain residence halls (Quarry, Apple, Rice, Stine, Paul, Hanson, Huber, Patrick, Musselman, and Stevens) for Thanksgiving, Winter 
and Spring break periods.  These closings allow for considerable cost savings, not to mention environmental conservation, for the College community.  If you are a 
student who needs housing during these periods (international student, student teacher, athlete), you may want to consider housing in other buildings.  During 
breaks, students living in the buildings listed above will need to find alternate housing in a residence hall that remains open during breaks.  By choosing rooms in 

buildings other than those listed above, you are more likely to be able to stay in your own room during a break.

Wait list preference forms received after the deadline will be placed in date-received order.  Should rooms/suites/apartments become available, the Office of Resi-
dence Life will contact one of the students listed on the wait list preference form to accept an offer for a change in housing. Once an upgrade in housing is ac-
cepted, that group’s housing is complete and any other wait list preference forms that the group completed will be null and void.  Wait list preference forms will be 

kept on file and utilized until Monday, June 1, 2009, at which time priority will be given to those students who have not yet receive any housing. 

Waitlist Preference Forms continued... 

Parking Permit Requirements 
All students who own and/or operate a vehicle in the Gettysburg area MUST register their vehicles.  This includes students who live in residence halls, theme hous-
ing, off-campus housing and fraternity houses.  Students must apply online in CNAV under MY FORMS. Public Safety will send an email to each student informing 
them when to come to their office and pick up the permit. There is a $40 per semester cost for all on campus parking permits and a $20 yearly cost for commuter 
students. All costs are applied to student accounts.  First Year Parking is prohibited unless an exemption has been granted by Public Safety. Off-campus permits 
are required for all approved off-campus students and students living in an off-campus fraternity.  There is no charge for this permit, but does not allow a vehicle to 
be parked on college property. The main objective this parking philosophy is to limit students from driving throughout campus as a form of convenience rather than 

necessity, thereby providing ample parking for commuting staff, administrators, faculty members and visitors. 

Due to borough zoning ordinances, residents of 339 Carlisle St., Albaugh, Bregenzer, Carlisle House, Colonial, Corner Cottage, Lahm, Lamp Post, Paxton and 
Smyser Halls may apply for a Carlisle Street permit to allow them to park in one of the following parking lots:  339 Carlisle St., Carlisle House, Colonial, Corner 

Cottage, Lahm, Lamp Post, Paxton and Smyser.  This program doesn’t guarantee residents a parking space, but it does offer less competition for the spaces. 

Appleford, Phi Delta Theta, Eisenhower Institute., and 209 N. Washington St. residents will require a residential parking permit in addition to their individual class 
vehicle permit.  These areas are regulated by borough zoning ordinances.  This program is coordinated through the Offices of Residence Life and Greek Organiza-
tions.  Permits for these parking areas are available on a first-come, first-served basis through the Area Coordinator for Theme Housing in the Office of Residence 

Life and for fraternities in the Office of Greek Organizations. 

Special Notes on Quarry Suites Meal Plans & Apple Hall Custom Furniture 

Quarry Meal Plan Requirement 
Because Quarry Suites are designed without full kitchens, students are required to have a meal plan of some type. NO EXCEPTIONS to this policy will be made. 

Apple Hall Custom Furniture 
In the summer of 2008 Gettysburg College purchased custom furniture for Apple Hall in order to maximize space so that all bedroom furniture can be accommo-
dated in each room. Due to the size of some rooms it is necessary or recommended that one or two of the beds be elevated either to a half height setting using a 
“junior loft” bed set or full height using a regular bed set. Please refer to the floor plans posted online or the ones posted outside the Office of Residence Life to 
review the list of rooms where beds should be elevated. Please take this information into consideration when selecting a room if you prefer to have a bed set at the 

lowest level.

Room Rates and Meal Plans 
Please note that there are four different housing rates.  Room rates for the 2009-2010 academic year are determined by the Gettysburg College Board of 
Trustees in February.  The Office of Residence Life will announce those changes once they are available.  Room rates for the 2008-2009 are listed below; 
the 2009-2010 costs will increase, so please use the costs below as a guide only: 

Plan 1 = $5,800 per year or $3,055 per semester (ALL single rooms on campus, regardless of the building) 

Plan 2 = $5,800 per year or $3,055 per semester (All apartments on campus) 

Plan 3 = $5,290 per year or $2,790 per semester (Motel, Theme Housing and doubles in Quarry) 

Plan 4 = $4,630 per year or $2,440 per semester (Traditional style housing)

Theme Housing  
Theme Housing provides more independence than traditional residence hall living.  A strong sense of community, along with the opportunity to learn about and 
promote a common interest makes the Theme Housing option very popular among Gettysburg College students.  You need at least five people in order to apply for 
a Theme House. Most Theme House room rates are billed and PLAN 1, PLAN 2, and PLAN 3.  All Theme Housing applications will be considered based on appli-
cant’s current academic standing (GPA of 2.33 or above is required) and should be in good judicial standing with the Office of Student Rights and Responsibilities 
(2 pts or less, no conduct probation). Students who do not meet these expectations may apply for theme housing but should be prepared to explain their individual 
circumstances.  Groups that include many applicants who do not meet this expectation are not likely to be successful. In addition, current first-year students MUST 

have attended more than four FYE sessions to be  considered for Theme Housing.   

Upon reviewing the applications, successful groups will be selected for a group interview which will occur between Monday, February 23, and Wednesday, Febru-
ary 25, 2009.  Approvals will be mailed by Monday, March 2, 2009.  Room selection materials (contracts and room assignment floor charts) for each house are due 

back to the Office of Residence Life by Friday, March 6, 2009. 

For the 2009-2010 Academic Year, Residence Life will again be offering four established theme housing options: R.I.S.E. Housing, Honors Housing, Civil War 

House, and the Writing House. 

R.I.S.E. Housing (applications are now available in the office of Residence Life) 

Gettysburg College offers substance-free housing through the R.I.S.E. program (Respecting Individual Student Expectations).  Upperclass students are eligible to 
live in the R.I.S.E. house and are required to meet all rules and bylaws of the community.  Students who participate in this program make a commitment to main-
tain a living environment which promotes and respects healthy lifestyle choices, to live in a residential environment where alcohol and tobacco are not present nor 
used, and no drugs are used contrary to prescription or law. Students must be an active and engaged member of the R.I.S.E. community, attend all house meet-

ings and abide by 24-hour quiet hours. 

The R.I.S.E House for 2009-2010 will be located in Quarry Suites-West Hall.  At the Office of Residence Life’s discretion, the above mentioned residence hall is 
subject to change depending upon the number of applicants for R.I.S.E. West Hall accommodates 40 students. In order for West Hall to operate as the R.I.S.E 
House at least 90% of the building must be occupied by R.I.S.E House applicants through the selection process. If the 90% target is not met then Residence Life 
will consider whether R.I.S.E will remain in West Hall.    Completed applications are due to the Office of Residence Life (Box 430, CUB 250) by Friday, February 
13, 2009 at 5:00 p.m. Questions regarding the R.I.S.E. application or the housing selection process should be directed to Nikki Batt (nbatt@gettysburg.edu), Area 

Coordinator. 

Honors Housing (applications are now available in the office of Residence Life) 

Honors Housing provides a 24-hour quiet environment for its residents.  Current Juniors who have at least a 3.25 overall GPA, current Sophomores who have at 
least a 3.5 overall GPA and current First-year students who have a 3.5 or above are given highest consideration for honors housing.  Students will be selected to 
live in one of the honors houses by class standing, GPA, application and recommendation.  If there are a large number of applicants, lottery numbers may be used 

to determine selection.  Applicants may not be under any current disciplinary sanctions in order to qualify for this housing. 

The Writing House (applications are now available in the office of Residence Life) 

The Writing House is a collaborative effort between the English Department and the Office of Residence Life to provide a strong living and learning community 
focused on exploring the field of writing.  This ongoing Theme House is coordinated through the English Department.  Students who complete and sign a Writing 
House Agreement will be accepted in a first come, first served basis.  Writing House Agreement Forms are available in the Office of Residence Life or the English 

Department. 

Civil War Theme House (to apply, contact the Civil War Era Studies Department) 

Students living in the Civil War Theme House share an interest in the Civil War. They work with the Gettysburg College Campus Community to facilitate interaction 
with the students in the Gettysburg Semester Program (which brings students from other colleges and universities to Gettysburg College for a semester long im-
mersion in Civil War Era Studies).  Past programming includes Adopt-a-Position with the Gettysburg National Military Park, living histories, field trips to Civil War 
sites, lectures co-sponsored with the Civil War Era Studies Department and co-sponsoring a historic walking tour of campus with the Civil War Club and the Penn-
sylvania College Guard.  Members of this theme house include Gettysburg College students who share an interest in the Civil War Era: whether it be through Civil 

War Club, The Pennsylvania College Guard (the reenacting group on campus), participation in the Civil War Era Studies Minor, or just a general interest in the era. 

Spaces for residents vary depending on number of participants in Gettysburg Semester program; however, interested students should contact:  Brian Jordan 

(jordbr02) House Leader 2008-2009. 

 

For Rising Sophomores...Musselman Hall Block Booking 
This year we are introducing a new housing option for rising sophomores called Block Booking.  What is Block Booking? It is a chance for rising sophomores who 
wish to live together to select 2 or 3 rooms (for groups of 4 or 6 persons) using one lottery number.  This pilot program will be in Musselman Hall and students will 
be able to block book on the 2nd, 3rd, and 4th floors of this building.  Students who wish to participate in Block Booking will need to attend a room selection meeting 

on Sunday, April 19 (CUB 260).  Block Booking cannot be done using the online housing selection system. 

Special Note: FYE participation will not influence students’ eligibility for Block Booking this year.

If you are Studying Abroad/Off Campus...  

Study Abroad/Off-campus Information Session 

All students applying to study abroad/off-campus for the 2009 fall semester should plan to attend the housing information session on Tuesday, March 17, 2009 at 
noon in CUB 260.  Staff members from the Office of Residence Life will explain the housing selection process for those students applying to study abroad/off-

campus fall semester.  “Housing Intent Forms” will be available for students to complete and return to the Office of Residence Life. 

Eligibility to Apply for Housing 

Although all students are assigned a lottery number, only students who will be on campus during the Fall 2009 Semester will receive their lottery number and lot-
tery time the week of  Monday, March 16, 2009.  If you are applying for abroad/off campus programs for the Fall Semester you may wish to arrange in advance to 
have someone take your place in the room for the fall term who will then agree to vacate the space when he/she returns in the spring.  You may do so by complet-
ing a “Room Switch Agreement Form,” available from the Office of Residence Life (CUB 250).  Forms may also be picked up in the Office of Residence Life or 

online.  A Room Switch Agreement is a contract made between two students.   

Room Switch Agreement:  

The fall resident agrees to live in a space for the fall semester and MUST vacate the space for the spring semester. 

Room Switch agreements cannot be made if students reside in Eagles. 

If the fall resident changes rooms during the fall semester, this “Room Switch Agreement” becomes VOID. 

If the fall resident leaves the College during the fall semester, this “Room Switch Agreement” becomes VOID. 

NO EXCEPTIONS WILL BE MADE for the conditions listed above. 
 

Special Note for Current Juniors Regarding Room Switch Agreements   

Current students who study abroad during the fall semester of their senior year may enter a room switch agreement with a non-senior student without dropping 
their group into the Junior-Sophomore category.  This is because students are not typically allowed to study abroad during the spring semester of their senior year 

and are not able to find room switch partners in their own class year.  This is the only exception to our class year policy. 

Housing Intent Forms 

If you are unable to arrange a room switch, your spring 2010 housing placement process will begin December 2009.  Your Housing Intent Form will serve as your 
housing preference form for the spring 2010 semester.  Because we realize plans become more concrete over the course of the semester, you may make any 
necessary changes to your preferences through December 1, 2009.  Housing Intent Forms are placed in class year/lottery number order for housing placement for 
the spring semester.   Please note: due to space limitations, requests for groups of 3 or more are not usually granted. It is more likely that we will place students in 

pairs.   

To provide the greatest possible chance of matching your requests with available housing, we wait to access TOTAL vacancies including withdrawals, transfers, 
and academic dismissals (which will not be decided until the week of January 4, 2010).  The Office of Residence Life will not complete spring semester housing 
assignments until the week of January 4, 2010. You will automatically be billed “Apartment/Single” room rate for the spring semester.  If your housing placement is 

other than this rate, you will receive an adjusted statement in January.   
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Students who are accepted into Theme Housing will not receive a lottery number or lottery time for Online Housing Selection which occurs in April. 

Theme Housing is charged either the apartment rate or the mid-rate.  Please see page 4 for more information about room rates.

Living Off-Campus... 
Gettysburg is a residential college.  By policy (see page 16 of the Gettysburg Course Catalog), all of our undergraduate students are required to live on campus, or 

in a College-related Fraternity house, unless they receive approval to reside off-campus.   

Students are forewarned against signing a lease for an off-campus accommodation until they receive approval (in writing) at the end of February.  If you do not 

have written permission from the Office of Residence Life to reside off-campus, you are obligated to reside in, and pay for college housing.   

Once approval has been granted, the responsibility for securing suitable accommodations rests entirely on each student.  The College is not involved in borough 
inspections of non-College facilities and therefore cannot ascertain whether such facilities are safe, sanitary, or in compliance with local ordinances.  The College 
does not provide residential services (including the Department of Public Safety) for those living off-campus.  Students’ landlords and the Gettysburg Borough 

Police are among the many resources available to students living off-campus. 

Students residing off-campus are still subject to the College’s judicial procedures and the sanctions of local authorities.  Students living off-campus who are cited 
by the local authorities for disorderly conduct, excessive noise, drinking underage, public intoxication, etc. may be required to return to campus housing regardless 
of financial hardship or lease commitments.  All occupants of the house or apartment may be subject to the same requirement.  Therefore, students living off-

campus must be prepared to take personal responsibility for the consequences of any gathering they host. 

Gettysburg College has instituted these policies and procedures as part of our continuing effort to strengthen and enhance a positive relationship between the 
campus and our neighbors.  In addition, the College Relations Committee meets regularly, bringing together administrators and students with community represen-

tatives to review and discuss issues relating to both the town and College communities. 

Applying for Off-Campus Housing Approval 

The College considers permission to live off-campus to be a privilege.  Each student interested in living off-campus at any time during his or her senior year is 
required to attend one of the mandatory off-campus housing application meetings held in February.  These will be the only meetings held regarding off-campus 
living; please plan your schedule accordingly. This meeting will include information regarding the application process, approval process and standards of behavior 
that are expected of students living in the Gettysburg community, and some information on the rental process.  Failure to attend one of these meetings will prohibit 

you from applying and living off-campus.  

Students with current “junior” standing (anticipated graduation date of December 2009, May 2010 and December 2010).  Although current sophomores are not prohibited 

from applying, current sophomores will only be considered after all junior approvals are complete. In the interest of being fair and equitable to all students, exceptions to 
this procedure are not permitted 

Any current junior who is presently residing off-campus MUST reapply for off-campus approval for the 2009-2010 academic year. 

Applications will be utilized as part of this year’s process and can be picked up at the end of one of the off-campus housing information meetings. 

Applications will be reviewed and approved in lottery number order.  One lottery number may be used to take up to four people off-campus.  However, ALL FOUR people 

must have approval to move off-campus and have met all requirements. 

Each applicant’s conduct record, both on and off campus, will be reviewed.  Students who have 5 points or more or are currently under conduct probation will be denied 

off-campus living privileges for the following year. 

Students must have a cumulative GPA of 2.3 or higher to be considered to live off-campus during their senior year.   

Fraternity members must complete a Fraternity release form to participate in the off-campus lottery.  This form can be obtained from the Office of Greek Organizations 

(CUB 220) or the Office of Residence Life (CUB 250).  The completed form must be submitted to the Office of Greek Organizations Friday, February 20, 2009.   
 

Those students who will be abroad at any time during their senior year and plan to reside off-campus (even if their plans are only to live in the community for one 
semester), must attend one of the off-campus housing application meetings. Those students who are abroad at the time of this process must have “proxy” repre-

sentation both for the meeting and the application. 

If you plan to study abroad/off-campus during the Fall Semester and wish to reside off-campus upon returning in the spring, you MUST participate in the Off-

Campus Housing Selection Process, beginning February 2009. Please refer to page 8 for important dates of this process. 

You will be emailed sometime during the week of January 4, 2010, at which time you will be able to view your spring housing assignment via MyHousing on CNAV.

Approvals will be made the week of February 23 with approval letters being mailed to each student on Friday, February 27. Individuals will be approved to live off-
campus until the maximum permissible number is reached; this number being 170 students.  Once the maximum number is reached, all remaining students are 

placed on a waiting list.  

Relinquishing Off-Campus Approval 

Should the student whose lottery number was used to pull a group off campus decide to relinquish off-campus status and move back on campus, the ENTIRE 
group may also be required to relinquish their off-campus permission. Any remaining members of this group still wishing to reside off-campus will need to petition to 

the Office of Residence Life to remain off-campus. 

Those who wish to be included in the on-campus Housing lottery must relinquish their off-campus status by Friday, March 6.  At this point, their lottery number will 
be activated and a lottery time will be assigned to the student.  After the March 6 deadline, students wishing to relinquish their off-campus status will be placed at 

the end of the lottery of their respective class, and will be accommodated as space is available.

Mandatory September 3 Orientation Meeting 

All students who are approved to live off-campus during the Fall 2009 semester will be required to attend the off-campus housing orientation meeting at 11:30 a.m. 

on Thursday, September 3, 2009, in Mara Auditorium in Masters Hall.  

There will be representatives from the local community, members of the Gettysburg Police department and administrative staff from the College at this meeting, 

which will last approximately one hour.  There will also be a review of borough ordinances and the college's expectations for student behavior.  

Students who do not attend this mandatory off-campus orientation meeting on September 3 will be subject to a $100 fine. 

Fraternity Housing 
Living in the chapter house is an important component of the fraternity experience.  At Gettysburg College there are eleven Fraternities that have chapter houses.  
Six of the houses are owned by alumni corporations while the remaining houses are college-owned.  Since it is important that Fraternities keep the houses at full 
capacity, members are often required to live in the house.  It is critical that seniors live in the house to provide appropriate chapter leadership and contribute to the 

successful management of the chapter. 

Before the housing selection process begins, it is important that new members check with their chapter leadership to see if they will be required to live in their fra-
ternity house. If you are required to live in your fraternity house, your housing selection is complete and you may not participate in the Off-Campus Lottery or in any 

other housing selection process.  No changes to fraternity in-house rosters will be made during Housing Selection.  NO EXCEPTIONS. 

Fees for living in non college-owned fraternity houses are set by the individual chapter’s Alumni Corporation.  College owned fraternity room rates are established 
by the College.  The College collects all fraternity housing fees as part of the billing process. For those houses not owned by the College these funds are passed on 
to the fraternity’s Alumni Corporations.  Fraternities also charge a non-resident fee to members who live outside the house to help offset the cost of house opera-

tions.  These fees are determined upon by the Alumni Corporation, but collected through the college billing process. 

Fraternities will be required to submit both an “In-House” roster and a “Room Assignment” roster to the Office of Greek Organizations. A Residence Manager of 

each house will manage this process for their house. 

House Rosters 

House rosters are simply rosters of members required to live in the house and those who are permitted to reside out of the house. These rosters will be distributed 
to the Residence Managers of each fraternity and MUST be returned to the Office of Greek Organizations by 5:00 p.m. on Friday, February 27.  Discrepancies 
concerning house rosters must be resolved internally by the chapter leadership, and changes to the submitted house roster will be accepted until Friday, March 6. 
Those who choose to remove themselves from residence in the chapter house for any reason after Friday, March 6 will not receive a lottery number. Instead they 

will be provided college housing only after all upper class students have made their initial housing selection. 

NOTE: Any member wishing to be released from his obligation to live in his fraternity house must complete a Fraternity Release Form and have the approvals of 
his house president AND Alumni Corporation.  This form can be obtained from the Office of Greek Organizations (CUB 220) or the Office of Residence Life (CUB 

250). Fraternity release forms are due to the Office of Greek Organizations by Friday, March 20.

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Room Assignment Rosters 

Room assignment rosters include the list of rooms and their capacity for each fraternity.  On this roster the fraternity is required to fill in the names of who will re-
side in each room.  These rosters will be distributed to the Residence Managers of each fraternity the week of March 16 and MUST be returned to the Office of 
Greek Organizations by 5:00 p.m. on Monday, March 30.  Discrepancies concerning housing assignments must be resolved internally by the chapter leadership, 
and changes to the submitted room assignment roster will be accepted until Friday, April 3.  No new people will be moved into the houses after Monday, August 3, 

2009. 

All room roster changes must be pre-approved by the Office of Greek Organizations and the Office of Residence Life. 

Those fraternity members assigned to live in College-managed housing (exclusive of RCs, RAs, CLs) may be required to fill unexpected vacancies in the chapter 

house that arise before Monday, August 3, 2009.  Your individual fraternity house corporation should be consulted for any related questions. 

If you have a medical or other special needé 

Any special, medical or other need related to housing accommodations MUST be documented and submitted to the Office of Residence Life by completing a Spe-
cial Needs Application.  Applications will be available in the Office of Residence Life (CUB 250) on Friday, February 20, 2009, and are due no later than Friday, 
March 6, 2009.  Applications received after this date cannot be guaranteed consideration before Housing Selection beginning March 22.  Students will be notified 

of their approval status via email by Friday, March 20, 2009. 

Special needs and accommodations will be considered by the Housing Committee, which consists of members from the Offices of Academic Advising, Residence 
Life, and Health and Counseling Services.   So that fair consideration can be made, it is strongly encouraged that you submit documentation related to your special 
need with your application. First priority for special needs will be given to students with documented physical disabilities. Cases involving students applying for 
special needs housing due to ADD/ADHD will be decided on a case by case basis after discussion with academic advising regarding accommodations already in 

place. If approved, the committee will assign students to a facility that meets the special needs and does not guarantee placement into a requested facility.   

The Office of Residence Life will work to assist students in meeting their special needs, provided that related documentation qualifies them, the student has taken 
timely initiative, AND that adequate/appropriate space exists.  Consideration is given to individual special needs applicants and does not guarantee roommate 
requests. Previous special needs accommodations are NOT guaranteed beyond the current academic year.  All special requests must be documented each spring 

for the following academic year. 

Ninth Semester Student Teachers  

Students who have graduated but are completing a ninth semester as a student teacher are NOT required to live on campus.  However, ninth semester students 
may apply for single semester housing in the Eagles Apartments (for more information on single semester housing, see page 9).  Those ninth semester students 
not applying for Eagles housing but who still desire on-campus housing with a friend or group of friends should contact the Office Residence Life by Friday, 

February 27, 2009.  These requests will be based on housing availability. 

Readmitted Students and Students Returning from a Leave of Absence Fall 2009 
Students who are not currently enrolled at Gettysburg College may be eligible to participate in the housing selection process as follows: 

Readmitted students and students returning from a leave of absence may participate in the housing selection process as long as the College has received 
their reserve/security deposit by Friday, March 6, 2009.  Also, students must send written notification to the Office of Residence Life of their intent to return for the 

Fall 2009 Semester. 

Readmitted students will participate in the Housing Selection Process using their roommate or group’s lottery number. 

Reinstated students returning from a Leave of Absence for the Fall 2009 Semester will have a lottery number activated for them. 

Section 4: Do You Have Special Circumstances? 

Single Semester Housing Option  

Once again, Eagles Apartments will be designated as single semester housing for the 2009-2010 academic year.  Single semester housing means that people 
such as those who are studying abroad for the Spring 2010 Semester, students graduating in December and student teachers who sign into the Eagles for the Fall 

2009 Semester agree that they will vacate the space for the Spring 2010 Semester NO EXCEPTIONS. 

Eagles is a leased building located by Ice House at 127 Chambersburg Street.  It consists of five apartments—two 3-person apartments on the first floor, two 4-
person apartments on the second floor, and one 4-person apartment on the third floor.  All apartments have single bedrooms.  Each apartment consists of a bath-

room, full kitchen and a common area.  There is also a shared laundry facility in the building.  Parking for Eagles is available in the Constitution parking lot. 

An application process will be utilized for the Eagles for the Fall 2009 Semester.  Applications are now available in the Office of Residence Life, CUB 250 and are 

due back by Friday, February 20, 2009.  Students will be notified of their approval status via email by Friday, February 27, 2009. 

For Spring 2010, Residence Life plans to house students returning from abroad in the Eagles Apartments based on group requests and/or the need for single 

rooms. 

Fraternity Housing continued... 
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Residence Life Consolidation and Vacancy Policies  

Consolidation Policy 

Gettysburg College is a residential college, and guarantees/requires housing for all full-time students.  Therefore, the Office of Residence Life must efficiently and 
effectively utilize all available spaces in its college-owned or leased housing.  To accommodate the needs of all students, the Office of Residence Life reserves the 

right to utilize the following consolidation policy, as needed. 

Prior to the fall academic semester, at semester break, and in emergency situations, the Office of Residence Life reserves the right to consolidate students residing 
alone in multiple occupancy rooms.  This means that a student, upon notification, will need to vacate her/his room and move into another space on campus.  This 
is an effort to use each room to its capacity.  Many students request to live with roommates and we are unable to accommodate this request without consolidation.  

While the Office of Residence Life understands that this may cause an inconvenience, we will work with all students to make the transition as smooth as possible. 

Vacancy Policy 

The Office of Residence Life reserves the right to use any available space to house any of our students. Residents pay only for a portion of the room in which they 
live and do not have exclusive rights to the entire room in which they reside. The College also reserves the right to use any vacant space as temporary housing for 
other Gettysburg College students during break periods.  If at any time, a resident’s roommate should move out, the remaining resident has two (2) days to find 
another roommate and begin the necessary paperwork (as described in the Room Change Process portion of the Guidebook for Residents on page 20), or move 
to another vacancy on campus.  If the remaining resident does not find another roommate within this timeframe, then the space becomes available to other resi-

dents on campus as part of our room consolidation process (“Guidebook for Residents” page 10). 

With regards to room consolidation, when possible, we encourage people who are requesting a room change to speak with a potential new roommate in order to 
increase the likelihood of a good match between the students involved. However, students are not required to meet with prospective roommates and, after the two 
day waiting period, the space is available for immediate occupancy. The Office of Residence Life will make an attempt to notify the occupant(s) of the 
room/apartment that a new roommate is planning to move into the vacancy.  However, under some circumstances (such as emergency moves or late admits) this 

notification may not be possible. 

Students with a vacancy should expect to receive a roommate at any time after the two day waiting period. Please keep the following two important notes in mind:  

Any residence hall room with a vacancy must be maintained in such a way that a person can move in immediately and live comfor tably with the closet, 

bed, desk, shelf and dresser space available for use.   

Any attempt on your part to discourage, refuse, or intimidate a potential or newly assigned roommate is a violation of the Ho using Policy.  If any Resi-

dence Life Staff member receives information that you are discouraging prospective roommates, you will be contacted by a memb er of the Residence 
Life staff. By violating this policy you risk disciplinary sanctioning, including the loss of future housing lottery privileg es which includes losing your hous-
ing lottery number. 

Pet Policy 
With the exception of seeing eye dogs and animals expressly approved for the educational purposes of the College, the presence of animals in buildings is prohib-
ited.  Gettysburg College does not allow pets in residence halls, even as guests of family/friends.  We do not believe the environment is conducive to appropriate 
pet ownership.  As such, we do not approve pets for students living in Residence Life controlled properties.   If we discover a pet in a student's room/apartment, the 
student(s) will be fined $250 and given one week to remove the pet from campus.  If the pet remains in the room after one week, the students will be fined an addi-

tional $250 per week until the pet is removed and the student(s) could face additional disciplinary penalties. 

Dogs and other animals are permitted on campus roads, walks and grounds, as they are in the local community, when they are on a leash and controlled by the 
owner.  It is the owner’s responsibility to clean up after the animal.  All pets must be tagged, registered, and vaccinated in accordance with Pennsylvania State 

Law.

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When do I get my lottery number and lottery time for the online selection process?  

Lottery numbers and lottery times will be available online via CNAV/MyHousing the week of Monday, March 16, 2009.  Please see  page 1 for more informa-

tion. 

What if I want to live off-campus?   

Only current Juniors may apply to live off-campus. To obtain an applications students must attend one of the off-campus housing information sessions. 

Please see pages 7-8 for details related to the off-campus approval process. 

What are the chances of my theme housing application being accepted?   

The theme housing selection process is a competitive one.  More groups apply than there are available spaces.  Applications a re reviewed by Residence Life 

staff in addition to an interview process with groups.  See pages 5-6 for further details. 

What if I donôt know anyone with whom I wish to live?  

Pick up a "Roommate Search Sheet" from the Office of Residence Life (CUB 250) PRIOR to housing selection.  The purpose of thi s form is to enable stu-
dents to pair up with compatible students who are also searching for a roommate or roommates. The “Roommate Search Sheet” sho uld be returned to the 
Office of Residence Life promptly, so a file may be kept.  We encourage students to frequently check the completed “Roommate Search Sheets.”  We also 
suggest that you post your search to the student email digests.  Students who cannot find housing or a roommate will be house d as space becomes available 

at the end of the entire housing selection process. 

What if I (or my group) donôt get my/our first choice in rooms or location? 

Wait list preference forms will be available for those students who do not receive their first choice in housing accommodatio ns. Wait list preference forms will 
be placed in lottery number order within class year.  Should vacancies occur, the Office of Residence Life will contact you/y our group to accept an offer from 
the wait list preference form. Once you/your group has accepted an upgrade in housing from your wait list preference forms, y our housing is complete and 
any other wait list preference forms you/your group has on file with us at that time will become null and void.  Please see t he timeline regarding wait list pref-
erence forms on pages 2-3 for your particular class year.  Wait list preference forms will be used until Monday, June 1, 2009, a t which time priority will be 

given to those students who have not received housing. 

What if I want a single room? 

Single rooms are limited on the Gettysburg College campus.  Most single rooms are selected early in the process. Those pursui ng this option should have 
alternative on campus housing arrangements in mind in case you are unable to acquire a single room.  A wait list is maintaine d in the Office of Residence 

Life for single rooms.  There is no guarantee that a single will become available even if you are on the wait list.  

Can I give my housing lottery number to someone else? 

No.  Lottery numbers are unique to each student and non-transferable to any other student. 

Can I live with a student coming back from a Leave of Absence?  

Yes, provided that the student has contacted the Office of Residence Life to verify their intent to participate in the housin g lottery process.  In addition, the 
Office of Residence Life must receive written confirmation by Friday, March 6, 2009,  from the student on a leave of absence giving you permission to select 

their housing. 

Can I live with a Fall 2009 Readmitted student? 

Yes, provided that the readmit student’s reserve deposit has been received by the College by Friday, March 6, 2009.  To choos e a readmit you must pull 
him/her into a room with your own housing lottery number.  In addition, the Office of Residence Life must receive written con firmation from the readmitted 

student giving you permission to select their housing. 

If I am going abroad for the Fall 2009 semester, can I still choose a room or can my lottery number be used ?  

Yes, only if you are doing a room switch agreement with a student who will occupy the space in the fall for you. Otherwise, y our  lottery number will be used   

at the end of the fall semester when the Office of Residence Life  makes your spring room assignment.  Please see pages 6 -7. 

As a current first-year student what if I donôt get a room assignment through Online Housing Selection? 

It is important to know that, as a first-year student, you may not be assigned a room through the housing selection process in the spring.   All full-time students 
are guaranteed housing for all four years at Gettysburg but some first-year students (approximately 40) will leave campus in May not knowing where they will 
be living in the fall. This situation occurs each year because in the spring we assign housing to upperclass students who in the summer decide to take leaves 
of absence, withdraw, or transfer. As spaces become available housing is assigned to rising sophomores using the information collected on the preference 
forms that they filled out before leaving campus for the summer. All students who leave campus without a housing assignment w ill be notified of their housing 
by the end of July. Keep in mind all students are guaranteed housing and we will do our best to take housing preferences into consideration when assigning 

student housing in the summer.
