Sixty-five of 
his players have received All Conference recognition, as 
well as fourteen All East players, three conference MVP's, 
two All American's and one professional draft choice.  
Campo has twice been selected as conference Coach 
of the Year.  He is a 1977 graduate of the University 
of Delaware and has been in the coaching profession 
for thirty-three years.
