
The Barry M. Goldwa-
ter Scholarship Pro-
gram was created to 
encourage outstanding 
students to pursue ca-
reers in mathematics, 
the natural sciences, or 
engineering and to fos-
ter excellence in those 
fields. The awards will 
be made on the basis 
of merit to two groups 
of students -- those 
who will be college jun-
iors and those who will 
be college seniors in 
the 2010-2011 aca-
demic year. Four-year 
institutions are eligible 
to nominate up to four 
students..    
     Each scholarship 
covers eligible ex-
penses for under-
graduate tuition, fees, 

books, and room and 
board, up to a maxi-
mum of $7,500 annu-
ally. Scholarship mon-
ies not used during one 
academic year are not 
transferable to the suc-
ceeding academic year. 
Junior-level scholarship 
recipients are eligible 
for a maximum of two 
years of scholarship 
support, and senior-
level scholarship recipi-
ents are eligible for a 
maximum of one year.  
     In awarding scholar-
ships, the Foundation 
will consider the nomi-
nee's field of study and 
career objectives and 
the extent to which that 
individual has the com-
mitment and potential 
to make a significant 

contribution to his or 
her field.  
     Nominees must in-
clude  a statement of 
interest in a career in 
mathematics, the natu-
ral sciences, or engi-
neering, detailing how 
their academic program 
and their overall educa-
tional plans will prepare 
them for their chosen 
career goal. It is ex-
pected that students 
selected as scholars 
will pursue advanced 
degrees. If you are in-

The Truman Scholar-
ships are highly com-
petitive and prestigious 
merit-based  scholar-
ships for college stu-
dents wishing to attend 
graduate school in 
preparation for careers 
in government or the 
non-profit sector.  Each 
scholarship provides up 
to $30,000 in funding  
and applicants must be 
college juniors at the 
time of selection.  Stu-
dents from all disci-
plines are encouraged 
to apply. 

Candidates should be 
aware that the Truman 
Scholarship has a ser-
vice requirement.  
Scholars selected are 

required to work in pub-
lic service for three of 
the seven years follow-
ing completion of a 
Foundation funded 
graduate degree pro-
gram as a condition of 
receiving Truman 
funds.  Scholars who 
do not meet this service 
requirement, or who fail 
to provide timely proof 
to the Foundation of 
such employment, will 
be required to repay 
funds received along 
with interest.

The Prindle Institute for Ethics at 
DePauw in Greencastle, Indiana 
fosters interdisciplinary reflection on 
moral issues, including questions of 
justice and public policy, character, 
duty, and responsibility. We will 
again host the Undergraduate Eth-
ics Symposium, designed to en-
courage undergraduate scholarship 
and artistic work. This symposium 
is an outstanding opportunity for 
student scholars and creative writ-
ers to discuss their ethics-related 
work with leading scholars and 
creative writers in their fields and to 
participate in a significant discus-
sion of ethical concerns. Although 
students may write about any ethi-
cal issues, this year we especially 
encourage submissions focusing on 
Self-Interest, Altruism and Morality: 
Evolutionary, Religious and Phi-
losophical Perspectives. Students 
may write an argumentative essay 
or an analysis focused on an ethical 
question or subject; or they may 
wish to explore ethical themes that 
are addressed in plays, poetry, film, 
or fiction. In addition, students may 
wish to explore these themes 
through fiction, creative non-fiction, 
poetry or dramatic writings. The 

Institute welcomes works centered 
on ethics from all disciplines, includ-
ing the humanities and social sci-
ences, but also the natural sciences 
and arts. 

The Institute will identify up to thirty 
papers, whose authors will then be 
invited to the Institute for the three-
day symposium, April 8-10, 2010. 
During the Symposium, these stu-
dents will meet in seminars led by 
one of the distinguished visiting 
scholars or creative writers, who will 
not only present their work at the 
Symposium but also read the stu-
dents’ works and facilitate discus-
sion about them. The students’ 
travel up to $400, lodging, and 
meals while at DePauw will be cov-
ered by the Institute.

EPA Greater Research Opportunities (GRO) Fellowships 

 for Undergraduate Environmental Study 

 
The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) is offering Greater Research Opportunities (GRO) under-
graduate fellowships for bachelor level students in environmental fields of study. The deadline for receipt of 
paper applications is December 10, 2009 at 4:00 PM and December 10, 2009 at 11:59:59 PM ET for submittal of 
electronic applications to Grants.gov. Subject to availability of funding, the Agency plans to award approxi-
mately 30 new fellowships by July 30, 2010. Eligible students will receive support for their junior and senior 
years of undergraduate study and for an internship at an EPA facility during the summer between their junior 
and senior years. The fellowship provides up to $19,250 per year of academic support and up to $8,000 of in-

ternship support for a three-month summer period. 

Eligibility Information: 1. Students must attend a fully accredited U.S. college or university (located in the U.S. 
or its territories) for their undergraduate studies; 2.  Students must also be citizens of the U.S. or its territories 
or possessions, or be lawfully admitted to the U.S. for permanent residence. Resident aliens must include their 
green card number in their application (you must have your green card at the time of application to be eligible 
for this Fellowship opportunity). EPA may verify this number with the U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Service 
of the Department of Homeland Security; 3. The GRO Undergraduate Fellowship is intended for students enter-
ing their last two years of study before obtaining a bachelorôs degree. Students who have already earned one 
bachelorôs degree and are pursuing additional degrees are not eligible. The term is for 2 academic years (9 
months each) with a required internship during the summer between years. Thus, only students who will be en-
tering their last two years of college will be considered eligible.; 4.  Students must have at least a ñBò average 
overall; and 5. Students attending fully accredited four year U.S. institutions of higher education are eligible to 

apply.
