The 2020 CWI Conference will 
feature a wide range of topics, including including Civil War prison escapes, the demobilization of 
Lee’s army, black Confederates, Mary Todd Lincoln, the war in the West, and more. 
 
The scholarship includes full-time tuition, room, and board at the conference and is valued at 
$1025.00. Scholarships do not fully cover transportation to/from Gettysburg, but recipients will be 
reimbursed travel expenses UP TO $200.00.  
 
Applicants must be currently working in the field of public history (museums, historic sites, archives, 
libraries, historic preservation, historical consulting, etc.) or presently enrolled in or recently 
graduated from a public history graduate program. Preference will be given to applicants who have 
not previously participated in the CWI summer conference, although former CWI attendees are 
welcome to apply. Selected applicants may be asked to serve as mentors for a small group of 
Gettysburg College students during the conference; the time commitment involved will be minimal.
