Elijah Erwin joined Company A of the 79​th​ Pennsylvania volunteers on March 31​st​, 1864. 
Two letters addressed to wife Elmira mentioning Lookout Mountain and other 
subsequent campaigns. Dated 28 May 1864 and 18 July 1864. He did not survive the war, 
dying on August 12, 1864 in Kingston, Georgia  Ms 2 pp.
